BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS PUBLIC MEETING

SEPTEMBER 15, 2014

The Penn Township Board of Commissioners met in a regular session on Monday, September 15, 2014 at the Penn Township Municipal Building. President Felix called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. with a roll call of members. Present were Commissioners Felix, Heilman, Klunk, Prieber and Goldsmith.   Also present were Solicitor Tilley, Township Manager Garvick, Assistant Township Manager Rodgers, Administrative Assistant Miller, Police Chief Laughlin, Zoning Officer Swanner, and Township Engineer Bortner.

Public Safety Committee - Commissioner Prieber:


Commissioners Prieber/Goldsmith moved to approve a request dated August 12, 2014 from the Hanover Area Jaycees requesting permission to hold the annual Halloween Parade on Thursday, October 30, 2014, with a rain date of Monday, November 3, 2014. Motion carried unanimously.


Commissioners Prieber/Goldsmith moved to set Trick or Treat night for Tuesday, October 28, 2014 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.


Commissioners Prieber/Goldsmith moved to ratify and approve the amended Mobile Data Computer Upgrade agreement signed on September 2, 2014 with York County, authorizing the purchase and installation of one wireless modem, antenna and installation kit. Additional units may be purchased at some future date if authorized by the Board of Commissioners. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioners Heilman/Goldsmith moved to approve Township warrants in the amount of $1,428,083.77.  Motion carried unanimously, with Commissioner Klunk abstaining from warrants for vendor number 60.  


Commissioners Heilman/Goldsmith moved to adopt the 2015 Minimum Municipal Obligations for the Penn Township Non-Uniformed Pension Fund in the amount of $182,534.75 which is $5,070 per person; the Penn Township Firefighter’s Pension Fund in the amount of $145,875.22 which is $9,725 per person; and the Penn Township Police Pension Fund in the amount of $654,965.68 which is $29,771 per person, for a total of $983,375.65. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioners Heilman/Goldsmith moved to award the Chevrolet Blazer bid to Valerie Ellsworth of Mays Landing, NJ for $1,050.00. Motion carried unanimously.
Public Works Committee – Commissioner Goldsmith:

Commissioners Goldsmith /Heilman moved to adopt Ordinance No. 764 an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement for the Chesapeake Bay Pollutant Reduction Plan. Motion carried 5-0 on a roll call vote.
