Ordinance No. 853
An Ordinance Providing for the Licensure and Registration of Persons, Firms, Partnerships, or Corporations Engaged or Engaging in the Business or Work of Plumbing in Penn Township, York County, Pennsylvania, Providing Penalties for the Violation Thereof. 
Article I. Licenses

No person shall engage in the business of plumbing unless licensed as master plumber under the provision of Code. No person other than a master or journeymen plumber licensed by the Township shall make or cause to be made connections to any plumbing fixtures, drain, waste, soil or vent pipe, or water supply system. The fee for a master plumber’s license and journeyman plumber’s license shall be set by resolution. Applicant must show proof of passing the master or journeyman plumbing test or has obtained a master or journeyman plumber’s license in a municipality with equal plumber’s licensing regulations. The Township may revoke any license issued under this Ordinance if said license was obtained through non-disclosure, misstatement, or misrepresentation of any material fact. Setting penalty for non-compliance.
